Drawing on an assessment of GenAl use cases in evaluation, the strategy outlines a roadmap to optimize evaluation
processes and products with ethical and responsible use of GenAl tools. This approach aims to achieve greater efficiency,
effectiveness, and timeliness in evaluations. The strategy also promotes responsible and ethical GenAl-powered evaluation
through global advocacy and partnerships, with a particular focus on the Global South.
