
	​Note to UNFPA user: How to use this form
1. This model form is used to enter into agreement with a programme country Government entity, a non-governmental organization (NGO), civil society or academic institution, for the implementation of activities under a UNFPA-assisted programme. The development partner as described above acts as UNFPA’s implementing partner (“IP”; see also UNFPA financial regulation 2.1 (k)). 
2. See in particular: the PPM, Programme, Partnerships; the relevant Guidance Notes; PPM, Finance and Budget relevant Guidance Notes; the Guidance Note on Contracting Legal Entities to Provide Services: When to Use Programme and When to Use Procurement; the UNDG Harmonized Approach to Cash Transfer (HACT), including its micro-assessment.
3. This model form is appropriate for IPs retained to implement activities under country programmes or under the Global and Regional Programme.
4. The UNFPA user must fill in all blanks contained in this form (square brackets, “[…]”) prior to providing a copy of the draft form to the IP.

5. All grey user information boxes must be deleted prior to signing.
6. All signed IP Agreements must be uploaded onto the United Nations Partner Portal (UNPP).

7. Regardless of whether the IP implements one or more than one workplan under the same programme (whether a specific country programme or the global and regional programme), only one IP Agreement should be signed. The reason is that the IP Agreement covers multiple workplans so long as the workplans relate to the same country programme cycle or the same cycle of the global and regional programme.

8. The IP Agreement consists of two parts: (1) the model form of the IP Agreement; (2) the UNFPA General Terms and Conditions for IP Agreements, which can be found on the Internet at www.unfpa.org/IP and are included in this IP Agreement by reference and form an integral part thereof. 
9. Changes to the text of the model form may be made solely with the written approval of Programme Division, to be obtained via the Integrated Service Desk on the UNFPA intranet, Category: Partnership, Implementing Partner, Agreements.
10. Two original copies are signed. One copy is retained by UNFPA and one by the IP.

11. After the IP Agreement has been signed, any amendments must be made in writing, using the standard IP Agreement Amendment Form.

Article 1
Definitions
In this Agreement, the expression:

“Workplan” or “WP” means the formal document (in standard format), which is concluded by the Parties and reflects detailed activities, timeframes and budget, and defines what is to be accomplished.

Article 2
Agreement Documents

This Implementing Partner Agreement consists of (a) this agreement and (b) the General Terms and Conditions for Implementing Partner Agreements, as from time to time amended by UNFPA, which are available at www.unfpa.org/IP (or such other URL as UNFPA may from time to time decide) and incorporated herein by reference to form part hereof as if they were recited at length herein (collectively, this “Agreement”).

Article 3
Purpose and Scope

This Agreement shall govern the implementation by the IP of the relevant parts of the Programme through one or more WPs, in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. It describes the relationship between the Parties and the Parties’ respective responsibilities.

Article 4
Workplans

The Parties will conclude one or more WPs, as the case may be, for the implementation by the IP of the relevant parts of the Programme. WPs shall be signed by a duly authorized representative of UNFPA and an Authorized Officer of the IP prior to the implementation of activities. WPs may be modified as deemed necessary or useful, in writing. Modifications to WPs shall be signed by a duly authorized representative of UNFPA and an Authorized Officer of the IP.
